Non-Traditional Uses of  
the Ed Award 



Non-traditional use of the AmeriCorps 
Education Award means that you are able 
to use your Education Award for courses 
other than a 4-year degree program. 
Vouchers may be used in a variety of  
creative ways to fit your specific needs 
and life-goals. 
 
Other School Expenses  In addition 
to using the voucher for tuition, most 
schools allow books and supplies.  You 
must check the Financial Aid Office at 
your school for other allowable expenses 
such as housing and computers.  Adult or 
continuing education programs may only 
use vouchers for tuition, books and sup-
plies. 
 
Time  You have seven years to use the Ed 
Award, so even if you are uncertain of 
your  career path now, you have plenty of 
time to decide.  
 
Enrich Your Life   Even if you already 
have a college degree, the Education 
Award can be used locally for Continuing         
Education or  personal enrichment classes.
